You are about to embark on a journey into a globalized world where, as leaders, you will be called upon
to shape its future. “The spirit of practical learning” espoused by Yukichi Fukuzawa will enable you to
identify and evaluate problems facing the world, to construct and test hypotheses to address them,
and to find and suggest effective solutions. As businesses and industries continue to globalize rapidly,
you will need to develop the following:

e The ambition required to tackle global issues

e A rich understanding of diverse cultures and value systems

e An ability to formulate and implement viable strategies at a global scale

e Communication and social skills in English

better, the Faculty of Business and Commerce launched the Global Passport Program in 2014, in
hopes that it would provide students a “passport” to their future careers. Built upon the traditional
strengths of the Faculty, the GPP will help you identify and address the problems corporations and
organizations across the globe are facing.

Characteristics of the GPP
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The GPP is a Selective Honors Program Completely in English

The GPP is a specialized academic program conducted in English. The GPP targets 3rd and 4th year students
from all Keio Faculties. Any student interested in participating may apply, and those who are accepted will be
given permission to enroll in the program. Applicants will be chosen based upon their GPA, English test scores
(TOEIC, TOEFL iBT or IELTS) and a self-promotion video. In order to offer the opportunity to enroll to as many
students as possible and to ensure that participants succeed in the program, eligible members will be reselected
every Spring and Fall semester. Thus, students must maintain a strong GPA.

The GPP aims to replicate the core elements of the study abroad experience, allowing students to gain many of
the benefits of education outside Japan without ever leaving the country. GPP classes are taught by Keio
University faculty and experts from outside the university. Students from overseas (i.e. foreign exchange
students) also participate in many of the GPP classes. The diversity of both teachers and student participants
fosters a diverse classroom environment and ensures that classes are lively and stimulating.

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The Three Pillars Supporting the GPP Curriculum

Coursework

Passport Members’ Coursework: A High Level of Specialized Content
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The GPP offers students the opportunity to enroll in courses with highly
specialized content. GPP members will be able to take courses that
cover Master’s level material. These courses are offered in the areas of
Management, Accounting, Commerce, and Economy and Industry. By
enrolling in these courses, students will expand both their practical and
theoretical knowledge base. The majority of courses emphasize
discussion and presentations in classes of limited size, thus providing a
highly stimulating environment for enrolled students. In order to
complete the GPP, students must take 4 such courses, worth a total of
8 credits.

*Note: In certain cases, the number of participants able to register for a course
may be limited by the instructor. Some courses (particularly those in the fields of
statistics and economics) may also require prior specialized knowledge.

Passport Members” Workshops: Dedicated to the Combination of Theory and Practice
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All GPP participants are required to join one workshop each semester (about
20 students, including international students, will be enrolled per workshop).
Participants will learn to combine practical experience with theoretical knowledge.
Students will develop their skills and investigate complex issues using real-world
problems as case studies. Foreign exchange students also join the workshops,
and all activities are led by outside experts. In this way we hope to develop

students’ skills when it comes to communication, leadership, and adapting to new
situations so that they can succeed in diverse working environments.

Activities

Passport Members’ Activities: Gaining Real-World Experience
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A number of on-campus and off-campus activities are offered so that students are able to learn through both
personal experience and by interacting with others. For example, we regularly invite guest speakers from international
organizations and Japanese corporations that are addressing issues related to globalization. The hope is that
students will gain an understanding of real-world issues from the lectures and debates with these speakers. On the
2018-2019 GPP Overseas Field Trip (OFT), students took a study course on social business and visited relevant
corporations in Singapore in cooperation with Singapore Management University. In 2023 and 2024, the OFT took
place in the San Francisco Bay Area (Silicon Valley), returning to the place we started our OFT in 2014. It is valuable for
students to observe and experience firsthand the places where globally successful businesses are born and headquartered.
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Application, Selection, Enroliment, and Certification
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The Application, Selection, Enrollment, and Certification Process

In the following example, students apply to the program before the Spring Semester of their 3rd year. Once selected,

they may participate in the GPP. We outline the process in more detail below:

(D Students apply for the program and submit English test scores (TOEIC, TOEFL iBT or IELTS) and a self-promotion
video prior to the beginning of the Spring Semester of their 3rd year.

@ Selection for the program is based upon the applicant's English test score, GPA (up to and including the prior
semester), and a self-promotion video. Upon admission
to the program, students can participate in the GPP.

@ Beginning in the Spring Semester, students can enroll
in GPP courses, workshops, and other program activities
in order to receive credits.

@ Prior to the start of the Fall Semester of their 3rd year,

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Students Who Complete the GPP Receive a “Global Passport” Certificate

Those students who successfully complete two semesters of the GPP, having earned 8 credits from 4 different
courses and another 8 credits from participation in two GPP workshops, will receive a certificate of completion from
the President of Keio University and the Dean of the Faculty of Business and Commerce. Since it is possible to
complete the program during the 3rd year of a student’s college career, the certification will likely help in the
job-hunting process. Additionally, since students will be recognized as participants in an honors program, it will likely
be an advantage when applying to either a domestic or international graduate studies program. Students can start
their program as best suits their individual career at Keio, beginning in the Spring of their 3rd year, the Fall of their
3rd year, or even the Spring of their 4th year. Students may choose to enroll in the GPP in non-consecutive
semesters, thus allowing even greater flexibility.
