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Handl ing Cases of Overlapping Examination Period (Overlapping Examinations)
(For PEARL Students)

The semester-end examinations timetable is different to the standard class timetable. There are cases when the

examinations for two courses a student has registered for are set during the same time period on the same day, or the

timing of the examinations held at Hiyoshi and another campus overlap. Students should check the semester-end

examinations timetable as quickly as possible and, following the instructions stated below, carry out the necessary
procedures when there is an overlap in examination times.

1. Overlapping Examination Period for Two Hiyoshi Campus Courses
It is possible to take either “Overlapping Examinations (3%refer below)” or a “Makeup Examination.” In either case,
students will need to apply in advance. Because the makeup examinations do not take place until the end of
February, and the fact that no second makeup examinations will be held even for students unable to attend due to
illness or train delays, etc., it is recommended that students apply for “Overlapping Examinations.”

There are sometimes cases when the examinations for two courses a student has registered for are set during the
same period on the same day. In such cases, it is possible for the student to apply for “Overlapping
Examinations” in order to take both examinations on the same day in a separate classroom from the main venue.

2. Overlapping Examination Period for Hiyoshi Courses and Courses held at other Campuses

In reference to the table below, please take one of the examinations at either campus as a makeup examination.

O If students will take the Mita, Yagami and Shonan Fujisawa courses as makeup examinations, they must
promptly check and apply within the designated application period for each campus.
2% Even when the time periods set for the examinations timetables of Hiyoshi and Mita
campuses differ, if there is only 60 minutes or less between the start and finish of the respective
O Examples of Overlapping Examination Times between Mita and Hiyoshi
+ Period 3 of Hiyoshi and Periods 2 & 4 of Mita overlap.
+ Period 6 of Hiyoshi and Period 4 of Mita overlap.
+ Period 2 of Hiyoshi and Period 3 of Mita do not overlap.
*However, if the examination held at Hiyoshi is longer than 60 minutes, these periods are regarded
as overlapping.

3. Applying to Take Makeup Examinations for Overlapping Courses (Hiyoshi Campus)
Applications for the makeup examinations must be made to the appropriate faculty counter at the Hiyoshi Office of
Student Services by no later than 11:30 a.m. on February 4 (Tue). When applying for the makeup examinations of
courses held at other campuses, students must carry out the necessary procedures at the relevant administrative
office or Office of Student Services at the campus where the course is offered. (Be sure to inquire about the
application period for the relevant campus)
